2 HOURS FREE PARKING – MONDAY TO FRIDAY UNTIL JANUARY 31, 2021 
At the January 11th Regular Council meeting, Council approved a resolution to permit 2 hours of free parking in 
the downtown core from Monday to Friday, effective January 12 to January 31, 2021. After the 2 hours of free 
parking, motorists are required to pay the respective meter or machine. Please note that the 4 hours of free 
parking in the downtown core on Saturday’s is still in effect until April 30, 2021. 

Compliance is required with all other provisions of the City’s Traffic and Parking By-law including maximum 
parking time limits.

2021 PET TAGS NOW ON SALE 
Register your dogs and cats before March 1 and save! 
All dogs and cats in Stratford are required to wear a registration tag at all times. Dog and cat tag registrations 
expire each year on December 31 and are renewed annually to ensure your pet’s information is up to date. A tag 
allows the Humane Society to return your pet to you should they ever be found wandering. The first time your 
pet is found wandering by the Humane Society, your pet receives a free ride home!

Dog/Cat – sterilized $20.00 $30.00 
Dog/Cat – not sterilized $50.00 $60.00 
Dog or Cat under 1 yr. $20.00 $20.00 
Special Needs Dog - No charge; registration required 

Seniors (age 65 or older) receive a discount on annual identification tags. New residents to Stratford may 
exchange their current identification tag from another municipality at no cost for a current City of Stratford tag 
(one time only).

Owners of exotic animals are required by By-law 195-2002 to register their animals. Contact the Humane 
Society at 519-273-6600 to register your exotic animals. There is no cost for registration. 

Please be a responsible pet owner and always clean up after your pet. 

2021 BUSINESS LICENCES 
Stratford business licences expire annually on December 31st and applications are now being accepted for 2021. 
The City of Stratford licenses certain businesses providing goods or services in the City. Licences are issued in 
order to regulate businesses, ensure compliance with land use and building regulations and for consumer 
protection. Being granted a City of Stratford business licence does not relieve the applicant from complying with 
all Municipal By-laws and/or with Provincial or Federal legislation. 

The Clerk’s Office of the Corporate Services Department issues licences for the following types of businesses: 
adult entertainment, auctioneers, body piercing, body rub, circus, old gold, precious metals and old jewellery 
sales, outdoor cafes on municipal property, refreshment vehicles, mobile food vendors, bicycle ice cream vehicles, 
hawkers and pedlars, flea markets, craft/antique/trade shows, transient traders, door to door sales, tattoo 
parlours and pawn shops.
