NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN to all property owners in accordance with the WEED CONTROL ACT OF ONTARIO, 
that unless noxious weeds growing on their lands within the Municipality of Stratford are destroyed by June 1, 
2021 and throughout the season, the Municipality may enter upon said lands and cause the noxious weed or 
weed seeds to be destroyed, charging the costs against the land in taxes as set out in the Act. 

In the interest of public health, the noxious weeds requiring eradication include Giant Hogweed, Ragweed and 
Poison Ivy. Other noxious weeds requiring eradication include European Buckthorn, Thistles, Jointed Goatgrass, 
and others as designated under the above Act.

NOMINATIONS NOW BEING ACCEPTED FOR HERITAGE STRATFORD’S BLUE 
PLAQUE PROGRAM 
The Heritage Stratford Advisory Committee is looking for a few good stories. 

As part of its Blue Plaque program, the committee is once again looking to recognize specific Stratford properties 
with ties to a significant historical figure or event. 

For this year’s call for nominations, Heritage Stratford is launching Tell Us Your Story, which encourages 
people to share the story of a significant person or event, and its connection to a place in the city. 

Stratford’s first Blue Plaque was installed in 2014 at 46 Ontario St. to recognize that inventor Thomas A. Edison 
had resided there. The second Blue Plaque was installed in 2019 at 71 Front St., the birthplace of world-
renowned pediatric orthopedic surgeon Dr. Robert Salter. 

Here are the criteria for the Blue Plaque: 

• The person should be of significant public standing and understood to have made an important 
positive contribution to human welfare or happiness and has made an impact or is regarded as 
eminent and distinguished in their profession. 

• They must have resided in Stratford at least 3 months and have been dead for at least 5 years. 
• For a building only, there must have been an historical event of special importance that occurred 

there.
