Purposé: The purpose of this application under Section 44 of the Planning Act, R.S.0. 1990 is to reduce the
exterior side yard depth and front yard depth to permit the construction of a covered porch.

Variances requested:

1.  To reduce the required exterior side yard depth from 7.5m to 5.79m.
2. To reduce the required front yard depth from 7.5m to 0.27m.

Purpose: The purpose of this application under Section 44 of the Planning Act, R.S.0. 1990 is to reduce the
minimum number of required parking spaces and to reduce the required minimum side yard setback for the 2021
Stratford Festival Season.

Variances requested: To reduce the minimum number of parking spaces from 43 to 30 and to reduce the
minimum side yard setback for the proposed temporary tent from 4.5m or half the building height to 0 metres for
the 2021 Stratford Festival Season.

Even if you are the successful party, you should request a
copy of the decision since the Stratford Committee of Adjustment decision may be appealed to the Local Planning
Appeal Tribunal by the applicant or another member of the public.
