Architectural Description: two storey yellow brick; slate hip and gable roof; irregular plan; first floor on 
left; a large rectangular window with a segmentally arched transom with stained glass; surmounted by 
sand stone voussoirs; the entrance door with a stained glass transom is next to this and then the 
rectangular projection with an identical window on the right the same as the one on the left; an open 
two storey porch extends from the right side of the left window to the left side of the right window; it 
has a turned balustrade and arches resting on square posts; second floor; a rectangular window on the 
left and a door to the upper porch;  two narrow rectangular windows set close together on the right; the 
pediment of the gable on the right features a two part rectangular window, decorative shingles on the 
wall and spool work with wooden balls and decorative wood cut out work.
